Dear Brothers and Sisters:

Welcome back to Ordinary Time! The Christmas
Season in the Church officially ended last Monday,
January 9" at sundown and now we return to what is called
“Ordinary Time” until Ash Wednesday, February 22"
I am always fascinated by that name “Ordinary Time”
because as I get older I find myself thanking God each day
for the gift of time. | have come to realize that time is a very
precious gift and that it is meant to be used wisely and
carefully. In a real sense, there is no such thing as
“ordinary time” because all time, every minute of every day
is filled with God’s presence. The Lord can come to us and
speak to us through the Spirit at any moment of the day.
Also, as we get older, we start to realize that time and health
are limited; the days behind us are far greater than the days
ahead of us. In the end, God is the Lord of all time, God is
in control of our lives. As St. Paul writes: “None of us lives
Jfor oneself and none of us dies for oneself...whether we live
or die, we are the Lord’s” (Romans 14:7).
